
ASAMM-Beaufort – Flight 9 – 1 August 2015 

Area flown:  Block 1, 1 partial transect; block 2, 1 complete transect. 
Total hours flown:  1.6  
Total transect hours:  0.1 
Number of bowhead whales seen:  5 (2 calves) 
Weather and visibility:  Skies were clear.  Sea state ranged from Beaufort 1-4.  Visibility varied from 0-2 
km, with fog; fog precluded additional surveys and allowed for only occasional glimpses of the water.  
Sea ice cover ranged from 0-60% broken floe ice in the area surveyed.  One of the bowhead calves did 
not appear to have an adult whale near it; however, visibility conditions were extremely poor and the 
cow could easily have been under the extensive fog layer.
